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The United Church of Canada

celebrated its

85th anniversary on June 10.

The crest is the official signa-
ture of The United Church of
Canada, placed on legal docu-
ments, ordination and commis-
sioning certificates, and li-
cences to perform the sacra-
ments. Designed by the Rev.
Dr. Victor T. Mooney (a treas-
urer of the United Church), it
was officially adopted in 1944
by the 11th General Council.

For our church members, this
insignia is a spiritual and his-
toric reminder. Its oval shape
is derived from the outline of a
fish , a symbol of identity by
early Christians. The initials of
the words "Jesus Christ, Son
of God, Saviour" spell the
Greek word for fish.

The crest is designed in the
form of a St. Andrew's Cross
with an insignia in each of the
four corners. The "X" at the
centre, the first letter of the
Greek word for Christ, is a tra-
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the four corners of the crest
are symbols, three of which
are particularly associated with
the three communionsd
Congregational, Methodist,
and Presbyteriand that united
to form The United Church of
Canada in 1925.

I The open Bible represents
the Congregational Churches
with their emphasis upon
God's truth that makes people

have a heritage of liberty in
prophesying, love of spiritual
freedom, awareness of the
creative power of the Holy
Spirit, and clear witness for
civic justice.
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1 The dove is emblematic of
the Holy Spirit (Mark 1:10)
whose transforming power has
been a distinctive mark of
Methodism. Here our heritage
is one of evangelical zeal, con-
cern for human redemption,
warmth of Christian fellowship,
the testimony of spiritual ex-
perience, and the ministry of
sacred song.

9 The burning bush is the
symbol of Presbyterianism. It
refers to the bush that burned
and was not consumed
(Exodus 3:2), and symbolizes
the indestructibility of the
church. From Presbyterianism
we have received a heritage of
high regard for the dignity in
worship, the education of all
people, the authority of scrip-
ture, and the church as the
Body of Christ.

1 The symbols alpha and
omega in the lower quarter are

a rih first and last letters of the

o

Greek alphabet. They symbol-
ize the eternal living God, in
the fullness of creation
(Revelation 1:8).

1 The Latin words ut omnes
unum sint that surround the
symbols on the crest mean
That all may be one and are
taken from John 17:21. They
are a reminder that we are
both a "united" and "uniting"
church.

In 1980, a French translation
of The United Church of Can-
adad L'Eglise Unie du Can-
adad was authorized by Gen-
eral Council to be added to the
crest.

For over 45 years the CRC has bettered the lives of over 100,000 marginalized people, by providing
meals, housing, training, employment and access to healthy foods.

The CRC works with two very vulnerable groups: those experiencing homelessness and those living in
Regent Park. For those experiencing homelessness, we provide an opportunity to establish a trusting rela-
tionship, leading to the ability to have honest and open discussions about what their needs are, and how
we can help them to fulfill those needs. We know that housing is the first step in regaining resiliency. Cou-
pled with our own housing, we work with landlords across the city who operate rooming houses helping to
ensure that the people are adequately housed and supported to stay housed.

For those living in Regent Park, although they may have homes, their community is being completely re-
developed (15-year project). This means that everyone in Regent Park will have to move away, leave
friends and networks, change schools, find new doctors ... the list goes on. They will have to move for a
period of two to four years but will have the option to move back into newly built housing. The redevelop-
ment is acknowledged by the community as a good thing, but it does come with emotional turmoil and un-
rest. The community has asked that agencies such as the CRC ensure that ALL members of the commu-

nity are welcomed, supported and integrated back into their new community.

The CRC understands the needs of those in Regent Park and we are acting boldly by:
Building 87 units of affordable housing
Developing a Community Hub, where all people can come together to build lives and create commu-

nity.

Creating a Multi-Faith Worship Centre, where the spiritual needs of this multi-cultural community will be

met.

With the financial support we receive from individuals and churches, we are able to continue to better the

lives of many.
